Other duties not covered in this application may be assigned during work but will not exceed
reasonable STEM Summer Camp Instructor responsibilities. The starting wage for this position is
$17/hour. Camps run from the week of Memorial Day through August 15th, with camp hours from 7:45
AM to 5:15 PM. As a STEM Summer Camp Instructor, you'll be expected to work 25-40 hours per week.
Camper drop-off starts at 7:45 AM, and the last pick-up is at 5:15 PM. The position requires availability to
start by May 15th.
